For the ease of our teachers, all of our exhibits and enrichment programs have been matched to Kentucky’s Core Curriculum Standards.  Groups are 10 or more people with advance reservations.  There must be one chaperone for every five (5) children.  Required chaperones are free.  (Children with disabilities may have a one to one ration of chaperone to child.)

Group Visit Enrichment Programs enhance your visit to The Explorium by providing a closer, hands-on look at many of our exhibit topics.   All of our programs can be tailored to fit to any grade level.  We can do these in two ways: 1) adding one 30 minutes class to your visit; or 2) doing 2-3 classes focusing on a specific topic to get a deeper understanding of the subject matter.  The cap number for each class is approximately 30 children, so if you have more children in your class or grade they will need to be split into groups.
